* Entrance application into Education Program including faculty recommendation



All Education students complete three or more field placements and student teaching. All
coursework must be completed prior to student teaching. Applicants for the student teaching
assignment must have the approval of the Education Department and an overall cumulative grade
point average of 3.0 or higher. Each candidate for certification must take the PRAXIS II before
student teaching and must pass the PRAXIS II Subject Tests before applying for an Instructional I
Certificate.
