Alvernia offers a major in medical technology as part of the Bachelor of Science degree programs in
both chemistry and biology. Students must complete one year of clinical study and experience at a
school of medical technology approved by the National Accrediting Agency for Clinical Laboratories
(NAACLYS) after satisfying the program requirements at Alvernia. Alvernia provides assistance in
making application for admission to the clinical year program; however, admission is determined
solely by the hospital. All clinical year graduates become eligible to take the certification examination
for medical technologist (M.T.).
